More than 200 delegates from
inside and outside the state participated in this seminar and engaged in serious discussions on
this topic. Fifteen research papers were presented in this seminar by teachers, research

scholars, social activists, advocates, independent scholars, tribal activists, anthropologists,

linguists and so on.
Recommendations

In the seminar scholars suggested many measures to address the educational issues of
the tribal communities in Malabar. Besides, some papers discussed the role of the migrant
communities in the advancement of tribal education. This seminar suggested the following
four measures to the government for the promotion education among the indigenous
communities in Kerala.

1. Upgradation of Institute for Tribal Studies and Research(ITSR) in Wayanad into a

Central Tribal University in the model of Indira Gandhi National Tribal University

(IGNTU) at Amarkhand in Madhya Pradesh.

2. Enhance the reservation of seats for tribal students in the higher education institutions

in Kerala from 3 per cent to 10 per cent.

3. Preparation of textbooks in tribal language for the tribal students in primary classes in

tribal dominated Wayanad, Idukki and Palakkad districts of Kerala.

4. Appointment of at least one primary school teacher in every school having at least 25

per cent of tribal students in that school.
